5.  Our Development Engineer advises the following be addressed:


a. Additional stormwater pits are required in the rear yards to be directed to the
OSD system.


b. OSD bypass areas shall not be more than 25% of the total site area.
c. As no calculations provided with the plans the OSD volume shall limit


discharge to predevelopment flows for all storms up to the 1% AEP including
bypass areas.


d. The interallotment drainage pipe shall be sized to 5% AEP.

Thank you for your advice on 2 Dec 2022 seeking Councils comments on your
proposal to develop 18-22 Mundamutta St, Villawood as twelve Seniors Housing
dwellings (our ref: NB-3/2022 – your ref: SUB22/234173).
 
Council can provide the following:


1. Streetscape: While Council does not have any specific controls for Seniors
Housing, develop of this type woud be considered attached dwelling and be
assessed under Par C3 in Canterbury DCP 2012.  Part C3.4 in the
Canterbury Development Control Plan 2012 provides building design
guidance to developers and encourages new buildings to be consistent or
complimentary to the streetscape.   The existing streetscape is typified by
“brick and tile” finishes whereas the proposal relies heavy on rendered or
treated grey finishes.  LAHC is advised to reduce the quantity of grey
finishes and increase the quantity of brick (medium colour range) finishes so
as to provide a balanced street presentation that better compliments the
streetscape.    


2. Ausgrid: the application is unclear as to the need for Ausgrid facilities to be
installed.  You are invited the clarify if new Ausgrid facilities are required as
part of, or as a consequence of, this development.  


3. Street tree: the proposal includes the removal of street tree(s).  As these are
Council property they cannot be removed via this process and LAHC will
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require consent from Councils Tree Management unit for their removal (and
replacement).  


4. Landscape: The landscape plans are silent on site maintenance.  How will

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Hi Frances,
Thank you for your advice on 2 Dec 2022 seeking Councils comments on your
proposal to develop 18-22 Mundamutta St, Villawood as twelve Seniors Housing
dwellings (our ref: NB-3/2022 – your ref: SUB22/234173).
Council can provide the following:


1. Streetscape: While Council does not have any specific controls for Seniors
Housing, develop of this type woud be considered attached dwelling and be
assessed under Par C3 in Canterbury DCP 2012. Part C3.4 in the
Canterbury Development Control Plan 2012 provides building design
guidance to developers and encourages new buildings to be consistent or
complimentary to the streetscape. The existing streetscape is typified by
“brick and tile” finishes whereas the proposal relies heavy on rendered or
treated grey finishes. LAHC is advised to reduce the quantity of grey finishes
and increase the quantity of brick (medium colour range) finishes so as to
provide a balanced street presentation that better compliments the
streetscape.


2. Ausgrid: the application is unclear as to the need for Ausgrid facilities to be
installed. You are invited the clarify if new Ausgrid facilities are required as
part of, or as a consequence of, this development.


3. Street tree: the proposal includes the removal of street tree(s). As these are
Council property they cannot be removed via this process and LAHC will
require consent from Councils Tree Management unit for their removal (and
replacement).


4. Landscape: The landscape plans are silent on site maintenance. How will
LAHC maintain the site’s landscaping, including the nature strip?


5. Development Engineer: Your application remans under consideration by
Councils Development Engineer, but once their comments are provided
(expected by cob Fri 23 Dec 2022) they will be provided to you for your
consideration.


6. Resource Recovery: This DA has been assessed in accordance with Section
B9 (Waste Management), page 203 to 210, Canterbury DCP 2012. However, to
achieve best practise and to cater for the future alignment of waste collection
services, the requirements for this development may differ from the Canterbury
DCP and aligned with the draft consolidated Canterbury Bankstown DCP and
Waste Design Guide for New Developments (Guide B – Multi Dwelling Housing).
Best practise will ensure that the waste management facilities benefit residents
and achieve a high operational efficiency.

c. Waste Configuration: This development, containing 12 residential
dwellings needs to increase the number of bins. Fortunately, these
extra bins will fit in the proposed bin storage areas. Updated the WMP
and architectural plans to reflect the correct number of bulk bins.
