1. THE CONCEPT SEDIMENT AND EROSION CONTROL PLAN SHOWS THE CONTROL OBJECTIVES,
PHILOSOPHY AND KEY CONTROL WORKS FOR THE SITE. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE

3. ALL SOIL EROSION AND SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES AND STRUCTURES SHALL BE LOCATED
AS SHOWN ON SEDIMENT AND EROSION CONTROL PLAN AND SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE GUIDELINES AND PRINCIPLES AS OUTLINED IN 'THE BLUE BOOK'.

4. THIS PLAN IS TO BE READ IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE ENGINEERING PLANS, AND ANY OTHER
PLANS OR WRITTEN INSTRUCTIONS THAT MAY BE ISSUED BY THE SITE SUPERINTENDENT

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

1. THE SOIL EROSION HAZARD ON THE SITE WILL BE KEPT AS LOW AS POSSIBLE AND PRACTICAL.
TO THIS END, WORKS SHOULD BE UNDERTAKEN IN THE FOLLOWING GENERAL SEQUENCE.

· CONSTRUCTION OF SEDIMENT AND EROSION CONTROLS.
· REHABILITATION OF ANY DISTURBED LANDS WITHIN 20 WORKING DAYS.
· UNDERTAKE SITE DEVELOPMENT WORKS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE ENGINEERING

PLANS.  WHERE POSSIBLE, PHASE DEVELOPMENT SO THAT LAND DISTURBANCE IS
CONFINED TO AREAS OF WORKABLE SIZE.

LAND DISTURBANCE

1. STOCKPILES ARE NOT TO BE LOCATED WITHIN 20m OF HAZARD AREAS, INCLUDING LIKELY
AREAS OF CONCENTRATED OR HIGH VELOCITY FLOWS SUCH AS WATERWAYS, PAVED AREAS
AND DRIVEWAYS.  WHERE THEY ARE BETWEEN 2 AND 5m FROM SUCH AREAS, SPECIAL
SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES SHOULD BE TAKEN TO MINIMISE POSSIBLE POLLUTION TO
DOWNSLOPE WATERS, EG, THROUGH INSTALLATION OF "SILT" FENCING.

2. ANY SAND USED IN THE CONCRETE CURING PROCESS (SPREAD OVER THE SURFACE) IS TO BE
REMOVED AS SOON AS POSSIBLE AND WITHIN 10 WORKING DAYS FROM PLACEMENT.

3. WATER IS TO BE PREVENTED FROM ENTERING THE PERMANENT DRAINAGE SYSTEM UNLESS
THE CATCHMENT AREA HAS BEEN PERMANENTLY LANDSCAPED AND / OR ANY LIKELY SEDIMENT
HAS BEEN FILTERED THROUGH AN APPROVED STRUCTURE.

4. CLEAN WATER SHALL BE DIVERTED AROUND THE WORKS TO PREVENT CONTAMINATION BY
SEDIMENTS.

5. TEMPORARY SEDIMENT AND EROSION CONTROL STRUCTURES ARE TO BE REMOVED ONLY
AFTER THE LANDS THEY ARE PROTECTING ARE REHABILITATED AND WHEN REMOVAL IS
APPROVED BY THE SITE SUPERINTENDENT.

6. DURING WINDY WEATHER, LARGE, UNPROTECTED AREAS ARE TO BE KEPT MOIST (NOT WET) BY
SPRINKLING WITH WATER FOR DUST CONTROL.

SEDIMENT CONTROL

1. RECEPTORS FOR CONCRETE AND MORTAR SLURRIES, PAINTS, ACID WASHINGS, LIGHT-WEIGHT
WASTE MATERIALS AND LITTER ARE TO BE EMPTIED AS NECESSARY.  DISPOSAL OF WASTE
SHALL BE IN A MANNER APPROVED BY THE SITE SUPERINTENDENT AND GENERALLY OFF SITE.

2. AT LEAST WEEKLY, THE CONTRACTOR WILL INSPECT THE SITE AND ENSURE THAT:
· DRAINS OPERATE EFFECTIVELY AND INITIATE REPAIR OR MAINTENANCE AS REQUIRED.
· SPILLED SOIL (OR OTHER MATERIAL) IS REMOVED FROM HAZARD AREAS, INCLUDING

LIKELY AREAS OF CONCENTRATED OR HIGH VELOCITY FLOWS SUCH AS WATERWAYS,
GUTTERS, PAVED AREAS AND DRIVEWAYS.

· SEDIMENT IS REMOVED FROM BASINS AND/OR TRAPS WHEN LESS THAN 50% OF
TRAPPING CAPACITY REMAIN AND/OR LESS THAN 500mm DEPTH REMAINS IN THE
SETTLING ZONE. ANY COLLECTED SEDIMENT WILL BE DISPOSED IN AREAS WHERE
FURTHER POLLUTION TO DOWNSLOPE LANDS AND WATERWAYS IS UNLIKELY.

· REHABILITATED LANDS HAVE EFFECTIVELY REDUCED THE EROSION HAZARD AND
INITIATE UPGRADING OR REPAIRS AS APPROPRIATE.
