Introduction
The attached AHIMS Web Service Search forms part of the Development Application submitted by Snowy River Ski Club for external upgrades to cladding and windows at “Doorack”, 8 Farm Creek Place, Guthega NSW. This process includes addressing the Due Diligence Code of Practice for the Protection of Aboriginal Objects in NSW 

A search of the AHIMS (Aboriginal Heritage Information Management System) was conducted on 9 November 2021, and did not discover sites or places of Aboriginal Heritage in the immediate area of the proposed activity, including the required 50m buffer zone. The publication, “Due Diligence Code of Practice for the Protection of Aboriginal Objects in NSW” published by the Department of Environment, Climate Change and Water 13 September 2010 was consulted in its preparation.
The proposed activity is essentially maintenance and improvement to existing premises involving minimal ground disturbance and access along existing developed roads. In addition to  the AHIMS web search not including items of Aboriginal Heritage, the activity is of low impact involving maintenance of existing infrastructure, outlined in Item 7.5 of the Due Diligence Code of Practice.
The Snowy River Ski Club considers it has taken all reasonable steps have been taken to identify items of Aboriginal Heritage and that in any case, the proposed activity is of low impact and only involves maintenance of existing infrastructure.
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
