Views.

The proposed development is of similar scale as the adjoining properties. A recent development application has been submitted to council for a similar size development on the adjoining property 185 Milton Street Ashbury.  There are no iconic,water or main views impacted by the development. 
Privacy
Existing boundary fences maintain privacy. A1.8m louvred privacy screen on the southern side of the rear deck is proposed. The garage is to the rear of the property and screens views across 185 Milton Street Ashbury. The proposed development will not cause any further impact on privacy.
 Solar Access
The proposed development will have minimal impact on solar access to the adjoining property to the south as there is a driveway to the south.
t is considered that the proposed development will comply with council's development control for solar access.  
Streetscape.

The proposed development is using materials compatible with those used in the Ashbury Conservation Area and the new garage is at the rear of the property is sympathetic to the style and character of the dwelling house.

Heritage Conservation Area. The property is in the Ashbury Heritage Conservation Area. The development is low in scale and is considered to be sympathetic to the style and character of the existing Californian bungalow.   External materials are consistent with those used in the conservation area  

Trees
There is a small tree in the rear yard which will remain. The development is clear of the tree.  

Parking 

The proposed garage will provide for one car parking space and space for bicycles.. The garage has a floor area of 20.5m2 The size of the garage is far less than the maximum size allowed for this type of structure under the Canterbury DCP The garage is replacing an asbestos clad garage. The garage is on the northern side of the property as such  does not affect the amenity of adjoining properties. The FSR and landscaping are compliant.      
Open Space 
The proposed open space will be reduced by the development however the proposed FSR and open space complies with councils controls.   

The land is situated within a residential zone and the development is permissible with Council’s consent.  

The proposed development is not against the public interest. There will be no adverse impact caused by the proposed development on the built and unbuilt environment.

The house on the property is more than 70years old and there is no known contamination of the land. 

National Construction Code.

The proposed development (house addition) is to be setback 900mm from the closest side boundary and will comply with the requirements of the NCC. The garage is to be setback a minimum of 450mm from side boundaries.
Stormwater    
Roof water overflow from a 2,500 litre rainwater tank to be connected to the existing storm water drains discharging to Milton Street. Stormwater discharges by gravity to the street. Roof water from the garage will be discharged into an absorption trench as is the existing garage.
