The subject site is located on the south western edge of the urban area of Picton. As stated above,
rezoning of the West Picton Precinct to Zone R2 Low Density Residential occurred on 31 January

2014.
Land to the north and south of the subject site is within Zone RU2 Rural Landscape Zone. The land

immediately adjacent is the remainder of the Crown Road reserves. The land further west and north
is private rural land holdings. The minimum lot size for land to the north and west is 16 hectares.

Land to the east of Rumker Street is within Zone R2 Low Density Residential and the minimum lot
size applicable to this residential land is 700m2. Residential zoned land between Rumker Street and
the railway line is not serviced by reticulated sewer.

Land to the west of the subject site includes a property known as Clearview and is shown with a
dashed purple outline in Figure 13. The Clearview site is the subject of a Planning Proposal to
create land in Zone R2 Low Density Residential and Zone R5 Large Lot Residential. This Planning
Proposal received a Gateway Determination on 8 August 2011 and the proposal has not yet been

publicly exhibited.

proposes land for low density residential, large lot residential and environmental living zones
(Gateway determinations 24 May 2012 and 28 March 2013);

¢ land surrounding the Queen Victoria Memorial Home in Thirlmere Way for seniors housing
to be included as permissible development throughout the site (Gateway determination 26
March 2013);

« expansion of the Picton Commercial area in the vicinity of Menangle Street west (Gateway
determination 9 August 2013);

e new rural residential land in Abbotsford Road west of Picton (Gateway determination 24
April 2012); and

e new rural residential land between Thirlmere and Tahmoor (Gateway determination 14
September 2011).

3.4 Current Zoning

Wollondilly Local Environmental Plan (WLEP) 2011 is the primary local environmental planning
instrument for the Wollondilly LGA. Under this instrument Zone RU2 Rural Landscape applies to the
subject land as shown in Figure 14 of this report (the subject site is outlined in red).

WLEP 2011 does not apply a Height of Buildings control to the subject land or a floor space ratio.
There are no heritage items within the site or in close proximity to the site. The Natural Resources -
Water Maps to the WLEP 2011 indicate that the watercourse in the south east comer of the subject
land requires a 10m riparian buffer as shown in Figure 16 below (the subject site is outlined in red).

A new Urban Release Areas Map is anticipated to be included in the amended WLEP 2011 once the
PTT New Urban Lands mapping changes are published. This Urban Release Area Map will need to
be amended to include the subject land provided that this Planning Proposal is supported.

Refer to Figures 17, 18 and 19 which illustrate the proposed LEP amendments.

The Planning Proposal does not require amendment to any other LEP provisions. There are changes
to Wollondilly Development Control Plan 2011 (WDCP 2011) triggered by the publication of
amendments to the WLEP 2011 for the PTT New Urban Lands. These amendments to WDCP 2011
are expected to also be applied to the subject site as it is to be consolidated with the West Picton
