A copy of the request should be forwarded to the Department of Planning,
Industry and Environment (westernregion@planning.nsw.gov.au).

All related files for LEP Amendment, including PDF maps, Map Cover Sheet,
planning proposal document and GIS data, if available, must be submitted to the
Department via the Planning Portal website at
www.planningportal.nsw.gov.au/reporting/online-submission-planning-data.
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To submit the data, Council is requested to create an account and log in using these
details.

The state government is committed to reducing the time taken to complete LEPs by
tailoring the steps in the process to the complexity of the proposal, and by providing
clear and publicly available justification for each plan at an early stage. In order to
meet these commitments, the Minister may take action under section 3.32(2)(d) of
the Act if the time frames outlined in this determination are not met.
