CAR PARK AND MOLLIE DIVE FIELD DA


As requested, we are writing to set down our comments in relation to traffic
and parking aspects of the proposed new car park and Mollie Dive playing field
at the college. We have previously prepared a transport and accessibility
impact assessment' for the proposed Phase 2 Masterplan for the college,
which included provision for the new car park and playing field.


2. Our comments are set down through the following sections:


• proposed development;
• parking provision;
• access arrangements;
• internal circulation and servicing;
• traffic effects; and
• summary.


Proposed Development


3. The proposed development will include a new sports field with 232 parking
spaces located under the field. The new raised field with underground parking

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will replace the existing Mollie Dive sports field and reduce the capacity of the
adjacent existing at-grade car park from 57 spaces to 36 spaces, to
accommodate entry and exit driveways.


4. The proposed new facilities are shown on plans prepared by PMDL
Architecture and Design. The proposed works will not result in an increase in
student numbers and staff numbers at the college. The works will provide new
and improved facilities for existing students and improved vehicular access and
car parking arrangements.


Parking Provision


5. As set out in our previous traffic report, the college currently provides some
275 on-site parking spaces within a number of parking areas throughout the
college campus, including staff parking areas and on-site parking adjacent to the
upper and lower access roads, as shown on Figure I.


6. Pymble Ladies College provides classes for students from Kindergarten through
to Year 12 and has an existing enrolment of some 2,120 students, comprising
some 2,000 day girls and some 120 boarders (approval under a previous DA
consent for 2150  students). There are some 250 students in Year 12. The
College has a total of some 300 staff, comprising permanent/part-time teaching
staff and administration/ancillary staff, present on any given day.


7. The Ku-ring-gai Development Control Plan 43 Car Parking sets out the
following minimum parking requirements for primary and secondary schools:


u one space per equivalent full-time employee; plus


Li one space per eight Year 12 students.


8. Application of these rates to the college results in a requirement of some 335
spaces. The proposed parking provision for the college, including the new car
park beneath the sports field (232 spaces), will provide a total of some 470 car
parking spaces over the college campus, as shown on Figure 2. This parking
provision is in accordance with the Phase 2 Masterplan approval and is
considered appropriate.


9. In addition to car parking, bicycle parking will be provided within the new car
park beneath the sports field. Bicycle parking will be provided in accordance
with Council's requirements and NSW planning guidelines for walking and
cycling.

Access Arrangements


10. Parking beneath the new sports field will be provided within a single level.
Access to this parking area will be provided via internal circulation roads within
the southern precinct of the college and via the main southern access driveway
onto Avon Road. The proposed arrangements provide appropriate sight lines
and will cater for the car park of the size and type proposed. The access
arrangements shown on plans prepared by PMDL Architecture and Design,
have been provided in accordance with the Australian Standard for Off-street
car parking facilities (AS2890. I -2004).


Internal Circulation and Servicing


Parking spaces within the new car park have been provided with dimensions of
2.5 metres wide by 5.4 metre long. Car parking spaces located adjacent to
structure have an additional 0.3 metres in width, to allow for door opening.
Circulation aisle are 6.1 to 6.5 metres wide, with columns set back 0.75 metres
from the front of spaces. Disabled parking spaces are 2.4 metres wide by 5.4
metres long, with an adjacent shared zone of 2.4 metres wide. Height
clearance of 2.5 metres will be provided above disabled parking spaces, with
2.2 metres elsewhere in the car park. Appropriate clearances will be provided
for building services within the car park. These dimensions are considered
appropriate, being in excess of the requirements set out in Australian Standards
for Parking Facilities Part I: Off-street car parking (AS2890. 1-2004) and Part 6:
Off-street parking for people with disabilities (AS2890.6-2009).


12. On-site provision will be made for service vehicles within the new car park.
This area, located in the north eastern corner of the car park, will provide for
maintenance vehicles and service deliveries to the adjacent aquatic and fitness
centre. The loading area has been designed to cater for service vehicles
ranging from small commercial vehicles to small rigid trucks. The loading area
will be accessed via the northern circulation aisle within the car park, with a
height clearance provided of 3.6 metres. Service vehicles will turn around
within the car park with trucks entering and exiting the facility in a forward
direction. These arrangements are considered appropriate, being in
accordance with the Australian Standard for Parking Facilities Part 2: Off-street
commercial vehicle facilities (AS2890.2-2002).


Traffic Effects


13. The traffic effects of the proposed new car park and Mollie Dive playing field
have previously been assessed in the traffic report prepared in association with
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the Phase 2 Masterplan for the college. With no increase in student and staff
numbers at the college, the proposed facility will not result in an increase in
traffic generation. However, the proposed new car park will result in a
redistribution of traffic, including existing college traffic which currently uses
on-street parking in Avon Road.


14. The previous traffic report indicated that the proposed 232 space car park
would generate some 70 vehicles per hour two-way during the morning and
afternoon peak periods. The traffic report found that the surrounding road
network, including intersections in the vicinity of the site, will be able to cater
for this redistributed traffic.


Summary


IS.	 In summary, the main points relating to the proposed new car park and Mollie
Dive playing field are as follows:


i) the proposed facility will not result in an increase in student and staff
numbers at the college;


ii) parking provision is considered appropriate;

e) No activities, storage or disposal of materials shall take place beneath the canopy of any
tree protected under Council's Tree Preservation Order at any time.


f) Any canopy replenishment trees to be planted shall be maintained in a healthy and
vigorous condition until they attain a height of 5.0 metres whereby they will be protected
by Council's Tree Preservation Order. Any of the trees found faulty, damaged, dying or
dead shall be replaced with the same species.


Construction Noise Management
D7. The development shall be constructed with the aim of achieving the construction noise


management levels detailed in the Interim Construction Noise Guideline (Department of
Environment and Climate Change, 2009) and the construction noise management levels
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detailed in the Acoustic Impact Study prepared by Vipac dated 31/08/2012 submitted with the


Environmental Impact Statement. All feasible and reasonable noise mitigation measures shall


be implemented and any activities that could exceed the construction noise management levels


shall be identified and managed in accordance with the Construction Noise and Vibration


Management Plan, approved by the Director-General.


D8. If the noise from a construction activity is substantially tonal or impulsive in nature (as described


in Chapter 4 of the NSW Industrial Noise Policy), 5dB(A) must be added to the measured


construction noise level when comparing the measured noise with the construction noise


management levels.


D9. The Applicant shall schedule rock breaking, rock hammering, sheet piling, pile driving and any


similar activity only between the following hours, unless otherwise approved in the Construction


Noise and Vibration Management Plan.


a) 9.00 am to 12.00 pm, Monday to Friday;


b) 2.00 pm to 5.00 pm Monday to Friday; and


c) 9.00 am to 12.00 pm, Saturday.


DI 0. Wherever practical, and where -sensitive receivers may be affected, piling activities are


completed using bored piles. If driven piles are required they must only be installed where


outlined in a Construction Noise and Vibration Management Plan.


D1 1. Any noise generated during the construction of the development must not be offensive noise


within the meaning of the Protection of the Environment Operations Act, 1997 or exceed


approved noise limits for the Subject Site^


D12. Vibration caused by construction at any residence or structure outside the Subject Site must be


limited to:

Work Cover Requirements


D13. To protect the safety of work personnel and the public, the work site shall be adequately


secured to prevent access by unauthorised personnel, and work shall be conducted at all times


in accordance with relevant Work Cover requirements.


Hoarding Requirements


D14. The following hoarding requirements shall be complied with:

Prior to the issue of any Occupation Certificate, the Applicant shall provide to the PCA evidence


that all matters required to be registered on title including easements required by this consent,


approvals, and other consents have been lodged for registration or registered at the NSW Land


and Property Information.


On-Site-Detention Positive Covenant/Restriction


E4. Prior to issue of the final Occupation Certificate, the applicant must create a positive covenant


and restriction on the use ofland under Section 88E of the Conveyancing Act 1919, burdening


the owner with the requirement to maintain the on-site stormwater detention facilities on the lot.


The terms of the instruments are to be generally in accordance with the Council's "draft terms


of Section 88B instrument for protection of on-site detention facilities" and to the satisfaction of


Council (refer to appendices of Ku-ring-gai Council Water Management DCP 47).

Should the noise monitoring program identify any exceedance of
the noise criteria referred to above, the applicant is required to implement appropriate noise
attenuation measures so that operational noise levels comply with the criteria.


Storage of Hazardous or Toxic Material
F6. Any hazardous or toxic materials must be stored in accordance with Workcover Authority


requirements and all tanks, drums and containers of toxic and hazardous materials shall be
stored in a bunded area. The bund walls and floors shall be constructed of impervious
materials and shall be of sufficient size to contain 110% of the volume of the largest tank plus
the volume displaced by any additional tanks within the bunded area.
