The Southern + Eastern Bushland Zone comprises the existing
natural curtilage along St David Avenue and Civic Parade. The
sandstone landscape has been a precedent for design across
other locations of the development. This zone is characterised
by the natural sandstone outcrops and the Sydney sandstone
vegetation typified by the presence of mature Angophoras
which exploit the deviations and cracks. The bushland
frontage will partially screen the development and help to
mitigate the visual change. Rehabilitation with additional native
planting will be implemented where necessary.
