· Control of pedestrian and vehicular traffic where pre-construction routes are affected. 

· Temporary Road Closures. 

Where the plan identifies that the travel paths of pedestrians and vehicular traffic are proposed to be interrupted or diverted for any construction activity related to works inside the development site an application must be made to the relevant authority for a Road Occupancy Licence. Implementation of traffic management plans that address interruption or diversion of pedestrian and/or vehicular traffic must only take place following receipt of a Road Occupancy Licence from the relevant authority.
