PROPERTY:

LOT 603 DP 260618, NO. 10 Davis Road, Wetherill Park.

DESCRIPTION OF DEVELOPMENT:

Fitout and Operation of a Liquid Waste Treatment Facility processing 50,000 tonnes per annum (tpa) of Grease Trap Waste. The proposed development is Designated Development in accordance with Part 1 Schedule 3 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Regulation 2000 as the development is a waste management facility that process more than 5,000 tonnes per year of liquid waste.

The development is also defined as Integrated Development under the provisions of Section 4.46 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979. Accordingly, the development also requires the approval of NSW Environmental Protection Authority under the Section 43(a), 47 and 55 of the Protection of the Environment Operations Act 1997.

2.	NSW Environmental Protection Authority General Terms of Approval 

	All General Terms of Approval (GTAs) dated 6 November 2020 and issued by the NSW EPA shall be complied with prior, during, and at the completion of works. A copy of the GTAs are attached to this decision notice.

PRIOR TO THE ISSUE OF A CONSTRUCTION CERTIFICATE

The following conditions of consent must be complied with prior to the issue of a Construction Certificate by a Certifier.  The Certifier can be either Fairfield City Council or an Accredited Certifier.  All necessary information to comply with the following conditions of consent must be submitted with the application for a Construction Certificate.

3.	Section 7.12 Levy Contribution 

Prior to the issue of a Construction Certificate, a receipt for the payment to Fairfield City Council of Section 7.12 Levy Contributions shall be submitted to the Certifier.

The Section 7.12 Levy as determined at the date of this consent is $13,000

The contribution amount payable may be adjusted at the date of payment. Any unpaid contributions will be adjusted on a quarterly basis to account for movements in the Australian Bureau of Statistics, Producer Price Index – Building Construction (New South Wales).

4.	Long Service Levy Fee

Prior to the issue of a Construction Certificate, a receipt for payment of the Long Service Levy (in accordance with the Building and Construction Industry Long Service Levy Payments Act 1986) shall be submitted to the Certifier.

The Long Service Levy is calculated at 0.35% of the value of building works, as is in force at the date of this consent.  The rate of calculation is subject to change and should be verified (and adjusted) at the date of payment.  Payment can be made to Fairfield City Council or direct to the Long Service Levy Corporation.

5.	Erosion and Sediment Control Plan

Prior to the issue of a Construction Certificate, an Erosion and Sediment Control Plan shall be submitted to and approved by the Certifier.  The Erosion and Sediment Control Plan shall be prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Fairfield City Council’s Erosion and Sediment Control Policy.  The Erosion and Sediment Control Plan shall clearly show and demonstrate how erosion is to be minimised and how sediments are to be trapped on the site and prevented from escaping, transported, carried or discharged across and outside the boundaries of the site of the development or building activity.

6.	Sydney Water Consent

The plans must be assessed by Sydney Water Tap in to determine whether the development will affect any Sydney Water asset and if any requirements need to be met. The plans will be appropriately stamped. All amended plans will require restamping.

7.	Trade Water Waste Requirements

	The property owner must submit an application requesting permission to discharge trade wastewater to Sydney Water’s sewerage system. You must obtain Sydney Water approval for this permit before any business activities can commence. It is illegal discharge Trade Wastewater into the Sydney Water sewerage system without permission.

	The permit application apoplication should be emailed to Sydney Water’s Business Customer Services at businesscustomers@sydneywater.com.au

	If the property development is for industrial operations, the wastewater may discharge into a sewerage area that is subject to wastewater reuse. Details are to accompany an application for a Construction Certificate to the satisfaction of the Certifying Authority.

8.	Backflow Prevention Requirements

	All properties connected to Sydney Water’s supply must install a testable Backflow Precention Containment Device appropriate to the property’s hazard rating. Property with a high or medium hazard rating must have the backflow prevention containment device tested annually. Separate hydrant and sprinkler fire services on non-residential properties, require the installation of a testable double check detector assembly. The device is to be located at the boundary of the property. Details are to accompany an application for a Construction Certificate to the satisfaction of the Certifying Authority.

9.	Carparking Signage

Entry and exit driveways for the site shall be clearly identified through appropriate signs (‘No Entry’ signs) and line markings. The exit driveway for trucks (left-turn movements only) shall also be clearly signposted. Details are to accompany an application for a Construction Certificate to the satisfaction of the Certifying Authority.

10.	Line marking

Arrows shall be installed to clarify the direction of travel within the site. Details are to accompany an application for a Construction Certificate to the satisfaction of the Certifying Authority.

11.	Wheel Stops

	Wheel stops shall be installted to limit the travel of a vehicle into a parking space in accordance with the requirements of AS2890.1:2004. Details are to accompany an application for a Construction Certificate to the satisfaction of the Certifying Authority.

12.	Car Parking Spaces

	The car parking spaces and associated aisle widths with the external car park of the proposed development shall be designed in accordance with the requirements of both AS/NZS 2890.1:2004. Details are to accompany an application for a Construction Certificate to the satisfaction of the Certifying Authority.

13.	Construction Traffic Management Plan

	A construction traffic management plan detailing construction vehicle routes, hours of operations, access arrangements and traffic control shall be submitted to the satisfaction of the Coordinator of Traffic and Transport, Fairfield City Council.

PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF ANY WORKS

The following conditions of consent have been imposed to ensure that the administration and amenities relating to the proposed development comply with all relevant requirements.  A Certifier can either be Fairfield City Council or an accredited certifier.  All of these conditions are to be complied with prior to the commencement of any works on site.

14.	Construction Certificate Required 

Prior to the commencement of any building and construction works, a Construction Certificate is required to be issued by a Certifier.

Enquiries regarding the issue of a Construction Certificate can be made to Council’s Customer Service Centre on 9725 0222.

15.	Appointment of a Principal Certifier

Prior to the commencement of any construction works, the person having benefit of a Development Consent, must:

a.	appoint a Principal Certifier; and
b.	notify Council of the appointment.

16.	Notify Council of Intention to Commence Works

The applicant must notify Council, in writing of the intention to commence works at least two (2) days prior to the commencement of any construction works on site.

17.	Road Reserve Dilapidation Report

Prior to the commencement of any works on the site, the applicant shall submit a dilapidation report for the road reserve area to Council detailing the existence of, and the condition of any foot paving, kerb & Gutter and any assets provided adjoin the site for checking against Council records.  Damage to Councils road reserve and general streetscape will be restored at the developer’s expense.  A copy of a template report can be found on Councils web site.

18.	Erosion and Sedimentation Control

Prior to the commencement of any construction works on site, controls in accordance with Chapter 3.12 of the Fairfield City Wide DCP 2013 shall be implemented prior to clearing of any site vegetation, to ensure the maintenance of the environment and to contain soil erosion and sediment on the property.  Erosion and sediment controls shall be maintained until all construction works are completed and all disturbed areas are restored by turfing, paving and revegetation.

The documented erosion and sediment control plan shall be available on-site for inspection by Council Officers and all contractors undertaking works on the site.

Note:	On the spot penalties up to $1,500 will be issued for any non-compliance with this requirement without any further notification or warning.

19.	Toilet Facility

Prior to the commencement of any construction works on site, a flushing toilet facility is to be provided on site.  The toilet must be connected to either a public sewer, or an accredited sewage management facility or to an alternative sewage management facility (chemical closet) approved by Fairfield City Council.

20.	Required Signage

For building, subdivision or demolition work that will affect the external walls of the building, signage shall be installed in a prominent position detailing:

· The name, address and telephone number of the principal Certifier for the work; and
· The name of the principal contractor (if any) of the building work and a telephone number on which that person may be contacted outside working hours; and
· Stating that unauthorised entry to the work site is prohibited. 

This sign shall be maintained while the building, subdivision or demolition work is being carried out and must be removed when the work has been completed. 

PRIOR TO OCCUPATION OF THE DEVELOPMENT

The following conditions of consent must be complied with prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate by the Principal Certifier. 

21.	Occupation Certificate Required

Prior to the commencement of any use and/or occupation of the subject development (whole or part), an Occupation Certificate must be issued.

Prior to the issue of any Occupation Certificate, the Principal Certifier must be satisfied that the development (part or whole) is in accordance with the respective Development Consent, Construction Certificate.

22.	Interim Fire Safety Certificate

Prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate a fire safety certificate shall be submitted to and approved by the Principal Certifier.

Note:	An Annual Fire Safety Statement for the building premises dealing with essential fire safety measures shall be submitted to Council in accordance with the requirements of Clauses 177 and 181 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Regulation 2000.

23.	Building in Saline Environments

The whole of the Fairfield Local Government Area is potentially saline affected, and as such appropriate design features and building materials need to be incorporated into the construction of buildings, to minimise the risk of salt damage.

Prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate, documentary evidence shall be submitted to the Principal Certifier, certifying that the building has been constructed in accordance with Fairfield City Council’s ‘Building in Saline Environments Policy’.

24.	Certification of Energy Efficiency Installations for Buildings Class 2 - 9

Prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate, a certificate(s) shall be submitted to the Principal Certifier, certifying that the building has been constructed in compliance with the pertinent requirements of Section J – Energy Efficiency of the Building Code of Australia.

25.	Road Reserve Clearance Certificate

Prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate, a Satisfactory Road Reserve Clearance Certificate shall be issued by Fairfield City Council’s Asset Management Branch certifying that the footpaths, kerbs, stormwater systems and general streetscape has been inspected and is to a satisfactory standard.

All damage shall be rectified by the developer to the satisfaction of Fairfield City Council. An application form accompanied with the appropriate fee at time of payment shall be submitted to Fairfield City Council.

26.	Environmental Reports Certification

Prior to the issue of an Occupation Certificate, written certification from a suitably qualified person(s) shall be submitted to the Principal Certifier and Fairfield City Council, stating that all works/methods/procedures/control measures/recommendations approved by Fairfield City Council’s Environmental Health Officer and the following reports have been completed:

a) Environmental Impact Statement (EIS), prepared by Wild Environment Pty Ltd, dated 22 July 2020

b) Air Quality and Noise Assessment - Proposed Liquid Treatment Facility, Wetherill Park, prepared by Air Noise Environment Pty Ltd, dated 24 June 2020

c) Operational Environmental Management plan prepared by Halgan Pty Ltd dated 20/10/20

d) Pollution Incident Response Management Plan

GENERAL CONDITIONS

The following conditions have been applied to ensure that the use of the land and/or building is carried out in such a manner that is consistent with the aims and objectives of the planning instrument affecting the land.  A Principal Certifier can either be Fairfield City Council or an accredited certifier.

27.	Compliance with the Building Code of Australia

All building work must be carried out in accordance with the provisions of the Building Code of Australia.  Compliance with the performance requirements can only be achieved by:

a.	complying with the deemed-to-satisfy provisions; or
b.	formulating an alternative solution which:
i.	complies with the performance requirements; or
ii.	is shown to be at least equivalent to the deemed-to-satisfy provisions; or
c.	a combination of (a) and (b).

28.	Administration Fee for the Lodgement of Certificates

Where a Principal Certifier has been appointed other than Council, an administration fee is charged by Council for the lodgement of Construction Certificates and Occupation Certificates.

29.	Demolition, Building and other Works

When demolition, building and other works are being undertaken on site:

a. 	A trade waste service must be provided so as to ensure that all debris and waste material is removed from the site; and

b. 	Plant equipment, fencing or other materials of any kind must not be placed or stored upon any public footpath or roadway; and

c.	Such works must only be carried out within the following hours:

Monday - Friday between the hours of 7:00am to 6:00pm and Saturday between 8:00am and 5:00pm.  No work may be carried out on Sundays or public holidays.

Note:	Council may issue a penalty infringement notice for the amount imposed under the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979, for any non-compliance with this Development Consent.

30.	Hoarding / Fencing

During construction, a hoarding or site safety fence must be erected between the work site and a public place if the work involved in the development is likely to cause pedestrian or vehicular traffic in a public place to be obstructed or rendered inconvenient, or if the building involves the enclosure of a public place.

If necessary, overhead protection is to be erected, sufficient to prevent any substance from, or in connection with, the work falling into the public place.

The work site must be kept lit between sunset and sunrise if it is likely to be hazardous to persons in the public place.

31.	Critical Stage Inspections

In accordance with Section 6.5 of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act 1979 the Certifying Authority for this development is to inform the applicant of the Critical Stage Inspections prescribed for the purposes of Clause 162A of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Regulation 2000.

Note:	Fines may be imposed if you fail to request the Certifying Authority to undertake the required mandatory inspections.

THE USE OF THE SITE

The following conditions have been applied to ensure that the use of the land and/or building is carried out in such a manner that is consistent with the aims and objectives of the planning instrument affecting the land. 

32.	EPA Licence

The development shall comply with the Environment Protection Licence issued by the NSW Environment Protection Authority.

33.	Heavy Rigid Vehicles

	The largest vehicle servicing the site shall be restricted to 12.5m long heavy rigid vehicle (HRVs). HRV servicing the site shall be restricted to off-peak hours when the number of vehicles using the site is low.

34.	Hours of Operation

	The approved hours of operation for the use of the site are:

	Monday to Friday: 24 hours

	Saturday, Sunday and Public Holidays: 24 hours

35.	Volume of Liquid Waste Receipt

	The volume of liquid waste receipt must not exceed 50,000 tonnes per annum.

36.	Deliveries

Vehicles servicing the site shall comply with the following requirements:

a.	All vehicular entries and exits shall be made in a forward direction.

b.	All vehicles awaiting loading, unloading or servicing shall be parked on site and not on adjacent or nearby public roads.

c.	No articulated shall be used for the servicing or operations of this development.

d.	All deliveries to the premises shall be made to the rear service lane/loading bay/s provided.

37.	Use of Premises

The use of the premises shall comply with the following requirements:


a. The operation of the business shall be conducted so as to avoid unreasonable noise and cause no interference to adjoining or nearby residences.

b. The use of the premises is not to interfere with the amenity of the residential area.

c. The premises shall be maintained in a clean and tidy state at all times.  In this regard, cleaning shall be carried out as required to ensure that the premises is maintained in an environmentally satisfactory manner.

38.	Car Parking

	The site shall provide an maintain the following number of car parking spaces in accordance with the approved development:

a. [bookmark: _GoBack]Twenty-eight (28) off-street car parking spaces for staff and visitors including one (1) accessible space.

Each space shall be permanently line marked and maintained free from obstruction at all times.  Staff and visitors vehicles shall be parked in the spaces provided on the subject premises and not on adjacent footway or landscaping areas.

39.	Number of Staff

	The maximum number of staff must not exceed eighteen (18).

40.	Unreasonable Noise and Vibration

The use of the premises, including operation of vehicles, shall be conducted so as to avoid unreasonable noise or vibration and cause no interference to adjoining or nearby occupations.  Special precautions must be taken to avoid nuisance in neighbouring residential areas, particularly from machinery, vehicles, warning sirens, public address systems and the like.  In the event of a noise or vibration problem arising at the time, the person in charge of the premises shall when instructed by Council, cause to be carried out, an acoustic investigation by an appropriate acoustical consultant and submit the results to Council.  If required by Council, the person in charge of the premises shall implement any or all of the recommendations of the consultant and any additional requirements of Council to Council’s satisfaction.

41.	Odour Complaints

An odour impact assessment shall be submitted to Council if any complaints are lodged with Council in relation to the emissions generated from the operation of the site and/or businesses. The report must be prepared by a suitably qualified environmental consultant and include modelling of the odour impact on the nearest affected receptor (e.g. residents/property occupants).  Any recommendations resulting from the report are to be in accordance with AS/NZS 1668.1 – 2015: The use of ventilation and air conditioning in buildings – Fire and smoke control in buildings and AS 1668.2 – 2015: The use of ventilation and air conditioning in buildings – Mechanical ventilation in buildings, as well as the Office of Environment & Heritage Technical Framework – Assessments and Management of Odour from Stationary Sources in NSW (November 2006).

[bookmark: Edit_8_10_1]42.	Mechanical ventilation system noise complaint

A noise assessment report shall be submitted to Council if any complaints are lodged with Council in relation to the noise emissions generated by the mechanical ventilation system. The report must be prepared by a suitably qualified acoustic consultant and shall include details of the noise assessment and necessary works that are required to reduce the noise to a satisfactory level.

43.	NSW Protection of the Environment Operations Act 1997 

The use of the premises shall operate in accordance with the Protection of the Environment Operations Act (POEO) 1997. All activities and operations carried out shall not give rise to air pollution (including odour), offensive noise or pollution of land and/or water as defined under the Protection of the Environment Operations Act 1997.

44.	Waste Storage Area

Waste must be adequately secured and contained within designated waste areas. Bins must not be stored or allowed to overflow in parking or landscaping areas, must not obstruct the exit of the building, and must not leave the site onto neighbouring public or private properties.

45.	Flood Affected Development

The development subject to this consent is located within low to medium overland flood risk precincts. In this regard, the flood report (prepared by enstruct, Project No.: 6166, Title: 10 Davis Road, Wetherill Park Stormwater and Flood Assessment Report, Revision No.C, Dated 6 June 2020) shall be kept within the premises and implemented as required.

treated waste storage unit) must be effectively covered to contain and collect odours which must be ducted to the
Odour Control System for treatment.

All waste storage and processing activities must occur within the building at all times.

All container cleaning and ancillary processes must be carried out within the building and wholly within bunded areas
at all times.

The floor of the waste treatment building must be cleaned as frequently as required to prevent odours and the
tracking of waste and/or material onto trafficable areas outside of the waste treatment building.

All waste vehicles must be effectively cleaned before leaving the waste treatment building to prevent:
e. tracking of waste and/or material onto extemal trafficable areas;
. offensive odours whilst parked outside of the building or in transit.

All liquid and/or non-liquid waste destined for off-site transport must be assessed and classified in accordance with
the Environment Protection Authority's Waste Classification guidelines as in force from time to time before
transporting the waste from the Premises.

The applicant shall ensure the transportation of waste is:
a. undertaken by a transporter authorised to transport such wastes; and
b. Toa place that can lawfully accept the waste.

The Applicant shall store all liquid wastes and materials including chemicals, fuels and ocils used on-site in
appropriately bunded areas in accordance with the requirements of all relevant Australian Standards, and/or EPA's
Storing and Handling liquids: Environmental Protection Participant's Manual 2007:

The Applicant must ensure suitable measures {e.g. high/low alarm, control valves with interlock control, one way
valves) are installed on all tanks, ponds, clarifiers and associated pipes and hoses to prevent spillage of waste.
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Limit conditions

Pollution of waters

Except as may be expressly provided by a licence under the Protection of the Environment Operations Act 1997 in
relation of the development, section 120 of the Protection of the Environment Operations Act 1997 must be complied with
in and in connection with the camying out of the development.

Concentration limits

For each discharge point or utilisation area specified in the table/s below, the concentration of a pollutant discharged at
that point, or applied to that area, must not exceed the concentrations limits specified for that pollutant in the table.

To awoid any doubt, this condition does not authorise the discharge or emission of any other pollutants.

Waste

The licensee must not cause, permit or allow any waste generated outside the premises to be received at the premises
for storage, treatment, processing, reprocessing or disposal or any waste generated at the premises to be disposed of at
the premises, except as expressly permitted by a licence under the Protection of the Emironment Operations Act 1987,

This condition only applies to the storage, treatment, processing, reprocessing or disposal of waste at the premises if it
requires an envronment protection licence under the Protection of the Emvironment Operations Act 1997. Any waste
received at the premise must only be used for the activities referred to in relation to that waste in the column titled
"Activity" in the table below. Any waste received at the premises is subject to those limits or conditions, if any, refemmed
to in relation to that waste contained in the column titled "Other Limits" in the table below.

All activities conducted at the premises must be in accordance with NSW EPA Industrial Noise Policy.

Operating conditions

Activities must be carried out in a competent manner

Licensed activitiee must be camied out in a competent manner. This includes:
a. the processing, handling, movement and storage of materials and substances used to carry out the activity; and
b. the treatment, storage, processing, reprocessing, transport and disposal of waste generated by the activity.

Maintenance of plant and equipment

All plant and equipment installed at the premises or used in connection with the licensed activity:
a. must be maintained in a proper and efficient condition; and
b. must be operated in a proper and efficient manner.

Odour
The Licensee must not cause or permit the emission of offensive odour beyond the boundary of the premises.

Note: Section 129 of the Protsction of the Environment Operations Act 1997 states that no offensive odour may be
emitted from particular premises unless potentially offensive odours are identified in the licence and the odours are
emitted in accordance with conditions specifically directed af minimising the odours are permitted.

Dust

Activities occurming at the premises must be camied out in a manner that will minimise emissions of dust from the
premises.

Trucks entering and leaving the premises that are carrying loads must be covered at all times, except during loading and
unloading.

Emergency Response

The licensee must dewelop a Pollution Incident Response Management Plan in accordance with the requirements in Part
5.7A of the Protection of the Emironment Operations Act 1997 and POEO Regulations.

The licensee must maintain, and implement as necessary, a cument Pollution Incident Response Management Plan
(PIRMP) for the premises. The licensee must keep the PIRMP on the premises at all times. The PIRMP must document
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systems and procedures to deal with all types of incidents (e.g. spills, explosions or fire} that may occur at the premises
or that may be associated with acthities that occur at the premises and which are likely to cause ham to the
enmvironment.

Process and Management

The licensee must ensure that any liquid andfor nonliquid waste generated and/or stored and/or treated and/or
processed and/or reprocessed at the premises as assessed and classified in accordance with the EPA Waste
Classification Guideline as in force from time to time.

All receptacles containing material that is likely to cause environmental harm must be handled and stored on within the
building and within bunded areas.

Al liquid materials including chemicals, fuels, oils and waste materials must be stored in a designated impervious bund
that contains 110% of the volume of the largest container and/or tank contained within the bund.

The bunded areas {flcors and walls) must be impenvious to the liquid(s) handled or stored in the bunded area. The bunded
area(s) must also comply with the following requirements:

a. a) The bund must not contain valves;

b. b)All pipe work must go over bund walls, not through them;

¢. c¢) Hose couplings for filling/emptying containers/tanks must be located in the bunded area; and

d. d) The bund floor must be graded to a blind sump located within the bunded area to facilitate removal of liquids.

All spillage(s) of materials arising from any activity on the premises which is likely to be a source of odour, dust or water
pollution, must be contained, cleaned up, treated or disposed of as required to prevent such pollution.

The licensee must ensure suitable measures (e.g. high'low alamm, control valves with interlock control, ane way valves)
are installed on all tanks, ponds, clarifiers and associated pipes and hoses to prevent spillage of waste.

If waste is transported from the premises, the licensee must ensure that the waste is transported:
a. By atransporter authorised to transport such wastes; and
b. To a place that can lawfully accept the waste.

Other operating conditions
Any gaps/vids in extemal walls, roof structure and between extemal walls and roof must be effectively sealed to prevent
fugitive odour emissions from the waste treatment building (known as the Organics Building).

All extemal doors {roller shutter door and personnel door) of the waste treatment building must be kept closed at all
times, except to allow ingress and egress of wehicles, materials and personnel.

All point sources for odour emissions within the waste treatment building {e.g. waste receival/collection pit, DAF/waste
treatment unit) must be effectively covered to contain and collect odours which must be ducted to the Odour Control
System for treatment.

The discharge from all vacuum pumps must be sent to the Odour Control System for treatment before discharging to the
atmosphere.

The floor of the waste treatment building must be cleaned as frequently as required to prevent odours and the tracking of
waste and/or material onto trafiicable areas outside of the weste treatment building.

All waste wehicles must be effectively cleaned before leaving the waste treatment building to prevent:
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Testing methods - concentration limits

Monitoring for the concentration of a pollutant emitted to the air required to be conducted by the EPA’s general terms of
approval, or a licence under the Protection of the Emvironment Operations Act 1997 (POEO Act), in relation to the
development or in order to comply with a relevant local calculation protocol must be done in accordance with:

a. any methodology which is required by or under the POEO Act 1997 to be used for the testing of the
concentration of the pollutant; or

b. if no such requirement is imposed by or under the POEO Act, any methodology which the general terms of
approval or a condition of the licence or the protocol (as the case may be) requires to be used for that testing; or

c. if no such requirement is imposed by or under the POEQ Act or by the general terms of approval or a condition
of the licence or the protocol (as the case may be), any methodology approved in writing by the EPA for the
purposes of that testing prior to the testing taking place.

Note: The Clean Air (Plant and Equipment) Regulation 1997 requires testing for certain purposes to be conducted in
accordance with test methods contained in the publication "Approved Methods for the Sampling and Analysis of
Air Pollutants in NSW™.)

Recording of pollution complaints

The licensee must keep a legible record of all complaints made to the licensee or any employee or agent of the licensee
in relation to pollution arising from any activity to which this licence applies.

The record must include details of the following:
a. the date and time of the complaint;
b. the method by which the complaint was made;

¢. any personal details of the complainant which were provided by the complainant or, if no such details were
provided, a note to that effect;

the nature of the complaint;

e. the action taken by the licensee in relation to the complaint, including any follow-up contact with the
complainant; and

f. if no action was taken by the licensee, the reasons why no action was taken.
The record of a complaint must be kept for at Ieast 4 years after the complaint was made.
The record must be produced to any authorised officer of the EPA who asks to see them.

Telephone complaints line

The licensee must operate during its operating hours a telephone complaints line for the purpose of receiving any
complaints from members of the public in relation to activities conducted at the premises or by the vehicle or mobile
plant, unless otherwise specified in the licence.

The licensee must notify the public of the complaints line telephone number and the fact that it is a complaints line so
that the impacted community knows how to make a complaint.
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Reporting conditions

Annual Return documents

The applicant must provide an annual retum to the EPA in relation to the development as required by any licence under
the Protection of the Emironment Operations Act 1997 in relation to the development. In the retum the applicant must
report on the annual monitoring undertaken (where the activity results in pollutant discharges), provide a summary of
complaints relating to the development, report on compliance with licence conditions and provide a calculation of licence
fees {administrative fees and, where relevant, load based fees) that are payable. If load based fees apply to the activity
the applicant will be required to submit load-based fee calculation worksheets with the retum.

The licensee must complete and supply to the EPA an Annual Retum in the approved form comprising:

a. Statement of Compliance; and
b. Monitoring and Complaints Summary.

An Annual Retum must be prepared in respect of each reporting, except as provided below
Where this licence is transferred from the licensee to a new licensee,

a. the transferting licensee must prepare an annual retum for the period commencing on the first day of the
reporting period and ending on the date the application for the transfer of the licence to the new licensee is
granted; and

b. the new licensee must prepare an annual retum for the period commencing on the date the application for the
transfer of the licence is granted and ending on the last day of the reporting period.

Where this licence is sumendered by the licensee or revoked by the EPA or Minister, the licensee must prepare an
annual retum in respect of the period commencing on the first day of the reporting period and ending on

a. in relation to the sumender of a licence - the date when notice in wiiting of approval of the sumender is given; or
b. in relation to the revocation of the licence — the date from which notice revoking the licence operates.

The Annual Retum for the reporting period must be supplied to the EPA by registered post not later than 60 days after
the end of sach reporting period or in the case of a transferring licence not later than 60 days after the date the transfer
was granted (the ‘dus date).

The licensee must retain a copy of the annual retum supplied to the EPA for a period of at least 4 years after the annual
retum was due to be supplied to the EPA.

Within the Annual Retum, the Statement of Compliance must be certified and the Monitoring and Complaints Summary
must be signed by:

a. the licence holder; or
b. by a person approved in wiiting by the EPA to sign on behalf of the licence holder.

A person who has been given written approval to certify a Statement of Compliance under a licence issued under the
Pollution Control Act 1970 is taken to be approved for the purpose of this condition until the date of first review this
licence.
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Notification of environmental harm

Note: The licensee or its employees must notify the EPA of incidents causing or threatening material harm fo the
snvironment immediately after the person becomes aware of the incident in accordance with the requirements of Part 5.7
of the Act

Notifications must be made by telephoning the EPA’s Pollution Line senice on 131 555.

The licensee must provide written details of the notification to the EPA within 7 days of the date on which the incident
occurred.

Written report
Where an authorised officer of the EPA suspects on reasonable grounds that:
a. where this licence applies to premises, an event has occurred at the premises; or

b. where this licence applies to vehicles or mobile plant, an event has occurred in connection with the carmying out
of the acthities authorised by this licence,

and the event has caused, is causing or is likely to cause material hamm to the emironment (whether the harm occurs on
or off premises to which the licence applies), the authorised officer may request a written report of the event.

The licensee must make all reasonable inquiries in relation to the event and supply the report to the EPA within such
time as may be spegified in the request.

The request may require a report which includes any or all of the following information:
a. the cause, time and duration of the event;
b. the type, volume and concentration of every pellutant discharged as a result of the event;

c. the name, address and business hours telephone number of employees or agents of the licensee, or a specified
class of them, who witnessed the event; and

d. the name, address and business hours telephone number of every other person (of whom the licensee is aware)
who witnessed the event, unless the licensee has been unable to obtain that information after making reasonable
effort;

e. action taken by the licensee in relation to the event, including any follow-up contact with any complainants;

f. details of any measure taken or proposed to be taken to prevent or mitigate against a recumence of such an
event;

g. any other relevant matters.

The EPA may make a written request for further details in relation to any of the above matters if it is not satisfied with the
report provided by the licensee. The licensee must provide such further details to the EPA within the time specified in the
request.

General conditions

Copy of licence kept at the premises or on the vehicle or moblie plant
A copy of this licence must be kept at the premises or on the vehicle or mobile plant to which the licence applies.
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The licence must be produced to any authorised officer of the EPA who asks to see it.

The licence must be awailable for inspection by any employee or agent of the licensee working at the premises or
operating the wehicle or mobile plant.

Pollution Studies and Reduction Programs

Post commissioning air emissions report

A suitably efficient Odour Control System must be installed to the waste treatment building that reduces odour from the
activities and eliminates any odour from leaving the premises boundary.

By six (6) months from the date of issue of a licence, the licensee must submit a written report to the EPA detailing the
results of post commissioning source emissions sampling and analysis undertaken in accordance with the requirements
specified for Paint 1.

The report must detail the odour mitigation efficiency of the Odour Control System and compare results of the post
commission sampling with the emission estimation in the Air and Noise Assessment submitted with Development
Application (SSD 6767) The measured odour concentration must demonstrate compliance with the ground level criteria in
the Approved Methods for Modelling and Assessment of Air Pollutants in NSW.

Special Conditions

Financlal Assurance

A financial assurance in the form of an unconditional and imevocable guarantee from and Australian bank, building or
credit union in favour of the EPA must be provided to the EPA.

Note: The amount and due date of the financial assurance is to be negotiated between licensee and EPA and
determined prior fo issue of the licence.

The financial assurance must contain a term that provides that any money claims can be paid to the EPA or, at the
written direction of the EPA, to any other person.

The financial assurance must be maintained during the operation of the facility and thereafter until such time as the EPA
is satisfied the premises is emvironmentally secure.

The financial assurance must be replenished by the full amount should the EPA hawe any reason to call up on the
financial assurance or any part thereof to comect environmental problems which have not been remedied by the licence
holder upon being given notice to do so.

The EPA may require an increase in the amount of the financial assurance at any time as a result of reassessment of the
total likely costs and expenses of rehabilitation of the premises.

The licensee must provide to the EPA the original counterpart guarantee within five working days of the issue of the
licence:

a. the financial assurance required by condition E1.1; and

b. the adjusted financial assurance as required by condition E1.5.
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Environmental Obligations of the Licensee
While the licensee’s premises are being used for the purpose to which the licence relates, the licensee must:

a. Clean up any spill, leak or other discharge of any waste(s) or other material(s) as soon as practicable after it
becomes known to the licensee or to one of the licensee’s employees or agents.

b. In the event(s) that any liquid and noriquid waste(s) is unlawfully deposited on the premises, such waste(s)
must be removed and lawfully disposed of as soon as practicable or in accordance with any direction given by
the EPA.

¢. Provide all monitoring data as required by the conditions of this licence or as directed by the EPA.

In the event of an earthquake, storm, fire, flood or any other event where it is reasonable to suspect that a pollution
incident has occurred, is occurring or is likely to occur, the licensee (whether or not the premises continue to be used for
the purpose to which the licence relates) must:

a. Make all efforts to contain all fire-water on the licensee’s premises,

Make all efforts to control air pollution from the licensee’s premises,

Make all efforts to contain discharge, spill or run-off from the licensee’s premises,

Make all efforts to prevent flood water entering the licensee’s premises,

Remediate and rehabilitate any exposed areas of soil and/or waste,

Lawiully dispose of all liquid and solid waste(s) stored on the premises that is not already securely disposed of,

At the request of the EPA monitor groundwater beneath the licensee’s premises and its potential to migrate from
the licensee’s premises,

h. At the request of the EPA monitor surface water leaving the licensee’s premises; and

@ ~p anoy

i. Ensure the licensee’s premises is secure.

After the licensee’s premises cease to be used for the purpose to which the licence relates or in the event that the
licensee ceases to camy out the activity that is the subject of the licence, that the licensee must:

a. Remove and lawfully dispose of all liquid and non-liquid waste(s) stored on the licensee’s premises; and

b. Rehabilitate the site, including conducting an assessment of and if required remediation of any site
contamination.
